Arrange one collector for each team (a leader/helper is ideal) to sit on a chair in a corner with a suitable container e.g. ice cream carton. Scatter a box of peas onto the floor and put out all the lights. Each team must try to collect as many peas as possible and find their way to their own collector in the dark. The team that collects the most peas is the winner.  Carry on until all the peas have gone, or for a specific period of time.
