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MID CHESHIRE DISTRICT RAFT RACE 2011
There will be a raft race at Tatton Park on Saturday July 9th 2011
The rules are (some to be read in broad pirate):

· Arrive for 11.00am

· Build a raft from scratch for 6 passengers using 4 barrels, 6 poles and rope in 1 hour.  This time will include any floatation trials and team practice at paddling.

· No one over 16 to touch a rope – “or they be hung, drawn and quartered, then be keel hauled and then be walking the plank! (Not necessarily in that order)”

· There will then be a knock out competition, depending on numbers of teams, where two rafts and two crews of six will compete against each other around a figure of eight course.

· The final rounds will be after lunch.

· Troops can enter as many teams as they like, providing they have their own raft.  There will be scratch teams on the day.

· The event should be over by 3.00pm.

· The judges’ decision (“ADC Pete Laaad!”) is final in any matter requiring a decision!!!! 

Marks and prizes will be given for the raft that is;

· Built to the best scouting standards (knots, lashings, teamwork and so on)

· The best looking raft and team (Flag pole, mascot, fancy dress…whatever)

· The fastest raft around the course.

· The eventual winner of the final knockout round. 

The cost of the event will be £3.00 per person to cover campsite fees, hire of Tatton equipment, hot/cold drinks, prizes (“Pieces of Eight”).  The fee for any adult with a team is also £3.00.

NB

All scouting persons on the lakeshore must wear a buoyancy aid at all times.

There will be a safety boat/canoe present on the water during the paddling sessions.

Buoyancy aids, helmets and paddles will be provided.

It would be a great help if you can bring your own raft building materials.  We will be short of kit so if you can help in any way here, then please inform me before the event.
